Julia has
studied Spanish for 5 years, so she jumped on the
opportunity to use her conversational Spanish skills in the
real world. She helped the woman to the delivery area
and translated the nurse’s questions (“How many weeks
along are you? Is this your first baby?”) into Spanish. This
experience was important to Julia because she has been
working on improving her Spanish for a while, and this
was the first time that she was able to use it to help
someone in need.
